What Is a Citation?

A citation is when you reference a source, such as a
website, book, or article or in this case a prompt used with
a Generative Al Tool. A works cited or reference page
gives the complete information about the source so your
reader can verify your claims.

When to Cite

You should cite your use of Al any time you use it to help
you with your ideas or work. Make sure you check with
your teacher before you use Al.
